Recognizing December 9, 2020 through December 13, 2020 as Army Week in the City of

formation of the oldest regiment in Pennsylvania, the 111th Infantry Regiment, and the
oldest continuously-serving military unit in Pennsylvania, the 103™ Engineer Battalion, also
known as “The Dandy First,” both founded by Benjamin Franklin on November 21, 1747;

WHEREAS, The United States Army and its 1 million soldiers of the Regular Army, the
Army Reserve, and the Army National Guard, stand watch over the country, day and night,
against all enemies. They are respected around the world for their bravery and vigor; now,
therefore be it

declares December 9-13, 2020 as Army Week in this City. We commend the soldiers,
civilians and family members of the United States Army for their service and sacrifice in the
defense of the City of Philadelphia and the Nation.
