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CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Good
morning. The VPRC is now In session. My
name i1s Susie Jarmon. | want to get
started.

Are there any attorneys in the
room?

(Hands raised.)

(Witness approached podium.)

MR. DINATALE: Good morning.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Hi. What
address are you here for?

MR. DINATALE: 2201 Frankford
to 2209.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1 don"t
have 2209. 1 have 2201.

MR. DINATALE: You have the
agreement of sale. It encompasses all
the properties.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: But we only
own the 2201 that we transferred out iIn
"86.

MR. DINATALE: Okay. It should
also include 2203 through 09.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: We can
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approve this contingent upon, because 1
never got anything on the other
addresses. | only got 2201.

MR. DINATALE: 1 have the
e-mails for this. 1 mean, 1 do have the
e-mails for them, as 1"m sure --

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1 will
check 1t when 1 get back to work. Can
you just explain you®"re here to get a
release.

This property was transferred
as a side yard. 1°"m going to look
further 1nto the additional addresses
that he"s asking for, 2201 through?

MR. DINATALE: 09 Frankford
Avenue.

COURT STENOGRAPHER: Can you
just state your name?

MR. DINATALE: Sure. Lorenzo
DiNatale.

MR. HUNTER: This is iIn
addition to?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Yeah. 1

want to check the deeds on these just to
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make sure.

MR. KOONCE: 1It"s on Page 4.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: And we had
another picture that they said they
cleaned 1t. So 1t"s up to the Committee
whether they feel as though that picture
i1s okay.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: No. The
picture is not good.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: That"s what
I didn"t think either.

So we"re looking at the picture
that we just recently had done and it
doesn®"t look like the lot has been
cleaned.

MR. DINATALE: So i1f what 1
submitted over a month ago were before
pictures of the lot, these are the
clean-up pictures where everything has
been cut back. This i1s actually fenced
in, and everything was overgrown and
growing into the street, and on Friday, I
actually sent an e-mail saying is there

anything else that you would like to see
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on this, and I received no response, so |
thought we were okay to proceed based on
this today.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: No.

MR. DINATALE: If there was
anything else, | certainly wasn"t
notified.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Okay. One
second. When I received the e-mail from
you, you said the lot had been cleaned,
so | had my inspector go out. So It"s up
to the Committee to decide whether this
picture is okay for them to approve the
release for you.

MR. DINATALE: Oh, okay.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: So are
there any questions from the Committee?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: That lot needs
to be cleaned more. There"s no way the
Commissioner will sign a release for a
lot that looks like that.

MR. DINATALE: Okay. That"s
fine. 1 had --

MS. CUNNINGHAM: We could
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approve 1t. 1°m not saying we will, but
we coulld approve 1t contingent upon proof
that 1t"s been cleaned.

MR. DINATALE: I had no idea.
As | said, 1T there was anything else
that was needed -- 1 have all the
correspondence -- I was not told that
this was insufficient or we would have
absolutely complied with any request.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Okay.
Again, as | explained to you, | just got
the picture and | want the Committee to
decide 1T this picture i1s okay. So
that"s why we"re here right now asking
you the questions.

MR. DINATALE: 1 understand.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So the debris
on the ground has to be removed. You
have pallets and you have planters that
are no longer in use.

MR. DINATALE: 1I"m sorry. 1
can"t hear you.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1 was saying

the debris on the ground has to be
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removed. You have pallets that are iIn
there and also you have like planters
that are no longer in use. So cutting it
back, thank you for doing that, but I1t"s
not a cleaned-out lot.

MR. DINATALE: Sure.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So we would
need to see i1t cleaned. 1 understand
there are trees there, but the ground
covering needs to be cut back
sufficiently.

MR. DINATALE: Absolutely.

We"d be happy to comply with any request.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can 1 get a
recommendation from the Committee?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1 move that we
grant the certificate of completion
contingent upon sufficient proof of
cleaning the lots and that the delinquent
taxes will be paid at closing.

(Duly seconded.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: All 1n

favor?

(Aye.)
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CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any

opposed?
(No response.)
CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Thank you.
MR. DINATALE: Thank you.
CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any other
attorneys?

(Witness approached podium.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Thank you.
And you"re here for what address?

MR. JIN: 4222 Powelton Avenue.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can you
state your name for the record.

MR. JIN: Yes. My name i1s Zhen
Jin, Z-H-E-N, J-I1-N. I1"m attorney for
Mr. Qifan Chen, the applicant, Q-I-F-A-N,
C-H-E-N, last name.

This 1s a lot owned by the Land
Bank. We worked closely with the
Councillwoman®s office to make an
application to acquire this lot for
development.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So first off,

let me say | will recuse myself from any
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voting on this topic.

The situation right here 1is
that there is an existing community
garden that the Land Bank i1s interested
In preserving. This 1s a land swap
situation In which case i1if you look at
the packet, what you"re seeing i1s that
we"re proposing a swap of Land Bank
properties that are commensurate In value
in terms of OPA value with the developer
to do that.

I would need to point out that
on the agenda there is a
misrepresentation of the name. It should
not be Michael Kamara.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Who should
it be?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: His client.

MR. JIN: My client®s name is
Qifan Chen, Q-1-F-A-N, last name C-H-E-N,
and i1t"s Andas Real Estate is the company
that he would acquire this property under
and develop it under.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: And that"s also
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in the packet that we received.

MR. JIN: Yes.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Okay. Is the
garden willing to give the City proof of
insurance and identification, all of that
should i1t decide that --

MR. RODRIGUEZ: We will be
working that through one of our partners,
NGT, and the administrator to --

COURT STENOGRAPHER: I"m sorry.
Can we turn the air off? | can"t hear.

(Pause.)

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Your client
owns both lots the community garden 1is
located on?

MR. JIN: That"s correct. He
currently owns both lots. This exchange
iIs for one of the two parcels that he
owns.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: We will be
acting upon another lot --

MR. JIN: As well, yes.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: -- as well in

the future to complete the transfer.
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MS. CUNNINGHAM: Okay. Just
one other thing. There i1s a lis pendens
still recorded against the property that
you"re going to need to get the
previous -- the person who sold it to
your client to remove.

MR. JIN: I wasn"t aware there
was a lis pendens filed, so 1 will look
into that.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: It"s recorded.

MR. KOONCE: District Attorney?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: No. It was a
conservatorship action, which was

withdrawn without prejudice but not

dismissed.

MR. JIN: Not dismissed.
Understood.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Was that
recent?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 2016.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: That may have
been one of the gardeners.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: All they have

to do i1s record a withdrawal of the lis
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pendens and that will clear the title,
but that creates a cloud on the title.

MR. JIN: Understood. 1 will
look 1nto that and see 1If we can get that
cleared up right away.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can 1 get a
recommendation?

MR. HUNTER: 1 just had one
other question. So the City will own the
garden again. [Is that how this thing
works, the swap?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: The City will
be taking into possession that garden
from the developer. We will be disposing
of the other parcel to the developer.

MR. HUNTER: So for the garden,
Is there any sort of garden agreement in
place with them now?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Not at this
time, because they don®"t have standing.
This 1Is an agreement between the Land
Bank and the developer. Once we have
secured the parcels, then we would go

about disposing of the land to the
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gardener.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: And the bank,
your client®s bank i1s okay with the swap?

MR. JIN: Yes. My client"s —-
at this point, the bank just wants him to
move forward on the development.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Because it"s a
collateral for a mortgage --

MR. JIN: Yeah.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: -- that"s
recorded. Okay.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any further
questions?

(No response.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON':
Recommendation?

(Ms. Jarmon handed Mr. Jin her
card.)

(Duly seconded.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: AIll 1n
favor?

(Aye.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any
opposed?

(No response.)

MR. JIN: Thank you.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Have a good
day.

MR. JIN: You too. Thank you.
CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any other
attorneys in the room?

(No response.)
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CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: The next
item, 721 West Cumberland Street. This
i1Is a lot for sale to Elias Matos.

(Witness approached podium.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Good
morning. Can you state your name for the
record.

MR. MATOS: Good morning.

Elias Fuentes Matos.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: And you"re
here to purchase this lot at 721 West
Cumberland?

MR. MATOS: Yes.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: And your
proposal 1s? What"s your use? What are
you going to use it for?

MR. MATOS: Okay. 1I1"m trying
to buy this lot because we got a meeting
in the block and the lot next to the 721
Is 719 belong to my wife, brother-in-law.
So we want to go together so we could do
something for the kids In the block. 1
also had a letter right here signed by 40
people sign 1t. Yeah, right here. We
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ask for a speed bump for the street on
the block, and 1 got 40 signed for the
neighborhood. So we trying to do
something for the neighborhood and this
block too, especially --

MR. PADILLA: So what is that
""something'?

MR. MATOS: Right now we start
cleaning the whole block. We got a
meeting. They decide to put me as the
captain of the block. So next Friday we
got a meeting for the neighborhood watch.
So we going to have like five people in
the block. Now our next week we going to
paint the sidewalk and, you know, we
trying to do something for the
neighborhood to keep clean the first
time, keep the kids safe, and that"s what
we want.

MR. PADILLA: So, again, what
are you -- what i1s the iIntended use of
this lot? Are you going to use i1t as a
park? Are you going to use it

recreational?
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MR. MATOS: 1It"s for recreation
for the Kkids, because right now they use
the sidewalk to put swimming pool iIn the
sidewalk, and that"s not good. 1 mean,
for me, 1 see kind of dangerous for the
kids, because the people driving around
like speed 1In the block.

Well, I
spoke to my wife, brother-in-law, and 1
explain to him if I buy, we can do the
whole thing together, and he said that he
could take out the fence in the middle.

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side and we could do the whole thing for
the kids. And I got another guy, his
name 1s Monore and he live In the same
block, and he going to work for us, you
know, as a natural -- he got a machine
that he can clean the whole thing, you
know, and -- let me see.

MR. KOONCE: So you"ll remove
the fence between the end lot and this
lot.

MR. MATOS: Yeah, like pull all
together.

MR. KOONCE: And you"ll level
i1t out. There®"s a mound of --

MR. MATOS: Yeah. We already
working in the 719. 1It"s level. So we
want to do the same thing to the 721. So
right now we working in iIt.

MR. KOONCE: Once 1t"s level,
are there any other iImprovements you"re
going to do? Like how are you going to
make It a recreation area, or is it just
going to be a yard?

Monore, he got a construction company,
and he said that he could get us the
little rock they use for construction to
put the whole thing in the floor so it
would be, you know, safe and we could put
a swimming pool and whatever they want to
use and to recreate -- keep the kids out
of the street.

married, so 1t"s Sakina Love, and the
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name of my organization is Redeemed for a
Cause Outreach.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can you
just explain a little bit of what your
program is.

MS. LOVE: Sure. So our
organization works with human trafficking
victims that are in the West Philadelphia
part of the City, and what we do or what
we have been doing for the last year is
going out and dealing with a lot of their
immediate needs such as mental health
services, giving them feminine products.
We also help them getting into detox
programs.

We did a couple rescues where
we have transported the women from where
they are to programs to help them to get
the services that they need. A lot of
the work that we do i1s outside of the
Blue Moon Hotel, which is on 51st and
Westminster Street. There are a lot of
things that happen in there that for sake

of time I won"t go into, but our whole
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idea iIs to bring services to the women
that are not outside, because everything
that we do is outside. We"re out there
rain, sleet, snow, and hail. We do all
types of community events. We"ve done
things from January up until this past
Saturday we held an event. We have
another one on July the 28th.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any
questions from the Committee?

You®re asking to purchase this
property?

MS. LOVE: Yes; to do a drop-in
center where the women will come to the
center. We will give them all of their
immediate needs, such as clothes. We
will do feedings. And then our goal 1is
to help them to get Into detox programs
that are not just in the Philadelphia
area but other places. | have a really
good connection with the National Human
Trafficking Hotline, and what they do is
help the women get Into programs

nationwide, and some of the women that we
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work out there have a desire to go Into
programs that are outside the
Philadelphia area.

MR. KOONCE: What"s needed for
the property? The structure, what do you
need to do iInside?

MS. LOVE: 1"ve only been on
the outside, but looking from the outside
in, It needs some work, but I can"t
really tell what, because | haven®t been
In the inside yet.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: So does your
organization have the financial
wherewithal to be able to rehab this
property, make 1t into what you need, go
through all the various -- you"re going
to need a zoning variance.

MS. LOVE: Yes.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1 mean,
there"s a lot.

MS. LOVE: So we have partnered
with a couple of churches as well as
people who want to be personal or private

donors and they would give to the cause.
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So, yes. We recently just got a huge
amount of money from a church that 1 did
a presentation on about human
trafficking, and they asked me what was
the one thing that we don®"t have, and I
said a house. Everything that we do 1s
outside. There"s no privacy, because
when we"re out there, whether 1t"s a drug
dealer, a customer or a pimp, we"re being
watched. So a lot of the things that we
want to do we can"t do because of where
we are.

MR. KOONCE: Are you a
501(c)(3)?

MS. LOVE: Yes.

MR. KOONCE: And would you mind
identifying the church?

MS. LOVE: The church that gave
us the money? In the Light Ministry.
It"s i1n the Hunting Park section of the
City.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1Is there
community support?

MS. LOVE: Not --
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MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1 know there®s
a Councilperson®s support, but to get a
zoning variance, you"re going to need
community support.

MS. LOVE: So there are
churches In the area that know what we
do. We have their support, as they know
the work we do, but have they come out?
No.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: No. 1 don"t
mean -- 1 mean like 1If you go and have a
community meeting to get support in favor
of a zoning variance, are you going to be
able to get that?

MS. LOVE: 1 believe so, yes.
We attend community meetings. We go to
the captain®s meeting for the district,
the district 1n that area, the police
district. We go to their meetings every
month. We also attend any community
meetings. There®s another organization
called Mill Creek on the Rise or Mill
Creek on the Move. They do a community

meeting. So people are aware of what we
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do and we do have their support.

MR. KOONCE: I would like to
see -- I"m going to request that this be
tabled, and what 1°d like to see between
now and the next time It comes back, say
next month, is can we give them an entry,
this organization, an entry authorization
or at least open i1t up so they can go iIn
and see what condition the property 1is
in?

Jjust asking for a six-month extension,
which they"re eligible to get, to
complete whatever i1t is they have to do

MR. RODRIGUEZ: And what you-"ll
end up netting is only about $2,500.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Not even that.
There are closing costs. There are
outstanding taxes of $1,507.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So you will —-

MS. SMITH: For 2109?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Yes.

MS. SMITH: 1 wasn"t aware of
that.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: You paid the
taxes?

MS. SMITH: I"m sorry?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Did you pay
the taxes?

MS. SMITH: No. I didn"t know
that there was taxes that | had to pay
yearly on.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: You didn"t
realize there were real estate taxes?

MS. SMITH: No.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: There"s real

estate taxes on every parcel of real
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estate unless you“"re exempt.

MS. SMITH: That I know. |1
didn®"t know that 1 would be having to pay
taxes each year on the lot like 1 was
responsible for our property.

MS. JOHNSON: Excuse me. What
were the terms of the original sale when
it was sold?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Side yard.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: It was a side
yard.

So you haven"t paid taxes since
you acquired 1t and there are outstanding
taxes and -- yeah; that"s It.

MR. KOONCE: What are the
outstanding taxes?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Well, there
are outstanding taxes on that and there"s
also outstanding taxes on your primary
residence.

MS. SMITH: Yes.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: So the total
outstanding is almost $2,400, and by the

time you paid the mortgage, those taxes,
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and the closing costs, you"re going to be
a negative sum at a $15,000 sale price.
You"re going to owe money at closing.

MS. SMITH: 1 didn"t know that.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: I1"m sorry?

MS. SMITH: 1 didn"t know that.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1 mean, you
may want to go back to your buyer and
talk to them and renegotiate. It"s going
to come to the point where you"re going
to get to the closing table and you"re
going to owe them money.

MS. SMITH: Okay. 1 wasn"t
aware. | wanted to purchase the lot --
my son was just murdered last year in
October and the people who moved into the
house next door to the lot continuously
throws trash on the lot. Like they had a
car engine. | can"t move that. They
would park their car there, and 1 would
constantly ask them to stop parking their
car there because 1t"s already like level
and 1 know if anything happens to 1t, I™m

responsible for 1t.
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I had got the lot because
there®"s like a really bad rat infestation
In that area and 1 was hoping to get the
lot and clean it out and stop the rats
from coming to my house, but i1t actually
got worse, to the point where I had to
relocate out of my home, and now I"m
trying to get the funds to move back iIn.
So that was why when they contacted me
about selling, 1 got my property on the
lot. |1 had nowhere else to go, so |
can"t get my property, and 1 thought that
I would be able to sell the lot. 1 knew
that the majority of the money had to go
to the City, but 1 thought that I would
be able to at least take a little bit of
money and put the barrier around my
basement that they keep telling me 1 need
to do and wanted to keep the rats away.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: I1"m really
sorry, but 1 just don"t see the money in
the deal. 1It°s just not there. 1 mean,
maybe 1f you go back and talk to your

buyer and renegotiate a better price.
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MS. SMITH: Okay.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1 recommended
we say ho.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: The
recommendation i1s?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: That we decline
the lot from -- deny the certificate of
completion on this.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: And the
reason?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Tax
delinquency.

MR. KOONCE: And also i1t
doesn"t really help her.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1t doesn"t at
all.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: It doesn™"t
help her at all.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: What
they“"re saying is with you receiving this
release, you"re really not going to get
anything out of the deal.

MS. SMITH: 1 understand.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: So maybe
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you want to go negotiate.

MS. SMITH: Once they explained
It to me, I understood.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: I mean, you“"re
welcome to come back.

MR. PADILLA: You can bring
this back to the Committee once you have
a better plan, hopefully --

MS. CUNNINGHAM: A better
offer.

MR. PADILLA: -- a better offer
from the buyer.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So by us saying
no to you says VPRC will not agree to
this sale. All right? It"s not anything
that you have --

MS. SMITH: No. 1 understand.
Just with the information that you guys
just gave me, 1 would have reconsidered
anyway. |1 can"t go into --

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Once you
contact the Department of Health and
their vector --

MS. SMITH: [1"ve contacted them
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several times. Vector has been out to my
property 47 times. The neighbors kept
saying that -- when they would come out,
the neighbors would say that they didn*"t
understand where 1t was coming from and
then they don"t -- when they do this big
thing with the City and everybody think
they can be on the move, now people want
to see -- | just purchased this house in
2013, and when 1 first moved in there, 1
wasn"t aware of rats. Me living In the
property for about six months, the people
that I purchased the property from sold
it to me with structural damage. 1 was
able to get some help from my City
Council so that the City was able to help
tear down -- they had to tear down the
whole front of my house and build i1t back
up, and the company that | purchased the
property from deeded me the property, but
they deeded 1t to me under a quick claim
deed, and 1 can"t sell 1t. So I"m stuck
with 1t. And 1 kept calling the City to

come out about the rats and, like | said,
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they came out 47 times and they would
treat the property, but because of the
structural damage in the back, 1t was a
hole that the rats kept getting in. |
have paid for that out of pocket. All
together 1 put about $14,000 into this
property and it"s still not livable, and
I don"t know what else to do. So I was,
you know, thinking about selling the lot
was going to at least be able to get me
and my remaining children back into
health 1T that"s the case.

1 owe
one back tax, and can really pay that
today. Okay? And then forward my front
taxes. 1"m on a payment arrangement.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: There®s a
delinquency of $29,000.
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MS. BASTON: Yes, 1t 1s.
That"s on the back taxes.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Yes.

MS. BASTON: Yeah, and 1t will
be paid off. 1"m selling it for $70,000.
It will be paid off, off the top.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Okay.

MS. BASTON: 1It"s not a
problem.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: As well as
water liens, right?

MS. BASTON: Water, yeah.
Water. Okay?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: You realize
this 1s on the August Sheriff Sale list?

MS. BASTON: 1 know i1t i1s, and
I*m going to -- 1T 1t doesn"t go through,
regardless 1 have the backup through the
Sheriff and whatnot, so it"s not a
problem. But what I need today is a
release, and 1 spoke to somebody at PHA
and they told me that I could get -- 1
had to come here to get a release.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: You®"re here
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requesting the release, so i1t has to be
prepared and executed.

MS. BASTON: Okay. Has it been
approved? Are you going to --

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: We"re
trying to do that now.

MS. BASTON: Okay.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can 1 get a
recommendation?

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1"m going to
move that we approve -- that we i1ssue a
certificate of completion contingent upon
the taxes being paid at settlement.

MS. BASTON: Yes.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: And water.
And I"m going to need the name of the
title company. It"s a sizable amount.
The Commissioner is going to want to see
the settlement sheet.

MS. BASTON: How many title
companies do we have here? Only one 1
know 1s on Broad Street.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: What title

company are you using to do the sale?
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MS. BASTON: 1It"s on Land Title
Building.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: On Broad
Street.

MS. BASTON: That"s the only
one 1 ever knew all my life.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: No. The Land
Title Building isn"t a title company. It
used to be years ago, but there are title
companies all over.

MS. BASTON: Okay. Well,
that®"s the only one | know. That"s the
one I"m going to use.

MR. KOONCE: Can you contact
the buyer and find out what --

MS. BASTON: Pardon me?

MR. KOONCE: There®"s a buyer,

correct?

MS. BASTON: Can 1 contact
the --

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: You have a
buyer?

MS. BASTON: Yes, | have a
buyer.
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MR. KOONCE: The buyer 1is
probably going to want title insurance.

MS. BASTON: Let me ask him.
You want me to ask him?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Yes.

MS. BASTON: 1711 ask him right
now. It"s not a problem.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: You don"t have
to do that.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: We"re
recommending issuing the certificate of
completion contingent upon you supplying
that information to Ms. Jarmon.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: That the
taxes or whatever are going to be paid at
settlement.

MS. BASTON: Any way you go,
the title company 1s not going to let you
sell the house without the taxes being
paid.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Right, but you
can also do a private sale, and we want
to make sure -- the Commissioner is going

to want to see the settlement sheet for
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that amount of money. 1 mean, It"s a
sizable amount. She®"s going to want to
see a settlement sheet before she signs
your release. What will happen is, your
release will go to your title company and
they will hold it in escrow until the
sale i1s completed and the taxes are paid.

MS. BASTON: What I"m trying to
say i1Is this to you: [I"m supposed to be
going to settlement today.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Well, that"s
not going to happen.

MS. BASTON: Okay. |1 was
understood i1s that you were supposed to
give me some type of -- just saying that
you"re going to release 1t. Okay? Any
way you go --

MS. CUNNINGHAM: This Committee
recommends we issue the certificate of
completion and recommends to the
Commissioner that she release the
restrictions, but 1t"s ultimately up to
the Commissioner.

MS. BASTON: Okay. All right.
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Can 1 get anything stating that | was
here today and you submitted it?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Yeah. We
can give you something saying It was
approved today, but you still have to --

MS. BASTON: That"s what 1
need. That"s all 1 need.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: -- pay off
those taxes at the time of settlement.

MS. BASTON: The taxes is going
to be paird. Because 1f not, 1t will be
on the person anyway i1f they didn"t do
the right thing; am I correct?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: What"s
going to happen?

MS. BASTON: 1"m going to do
the right thing. Okay? But what I™m
trying to say to you is, if I didn"t pay
the taxes, i1t would be on the new owner.

MR. KOONCE: Right, ma“am.

MS. BASTON: 1I"m going to do
the right thing.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: But we"re not

going to release the restrictions without
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the taxes being paid.

MS. BASTON: At the time of the
sale, they should be paid.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: Right, and
that®"s when you"ll get the release.

MS. BASTON: Just give me
something to say that | was here and you
sent 1t In to be released.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can 1 get a
recommendation?

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1 think we have
a recommendation.

MS. CUNNINGHAM: 1 made a
recommendation.

(Duly seconded.)

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: All 1n
favor?

(Aye.)

MS. CUNNINGHAM: The
recommendation is that we approve the
certificate of completion contingent upon
the name of the title company being
furnished, a settlement sheet, and the

taxes and water liens being paid at
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closing.

MS. BASTON: All that i1s going
to be paird, anything that the City owns.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Okay.

Thank you, ma®am.

(Duly seconded.)

MS. BASTON: When do 1 get
the --

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1 got to
get out of here first to do anything. So
you can give me a call this afternoon.

MS. BASTON: And 1 can come
pick 1t up? Where i1s your office, ma“am?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1234 Market

Street.

MS. BASTON: And what floor?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 16.

MS. BASTON: Okay. Thank you
very much.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Have a good
day.

MS. BASTON: Thank you.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1321 South
Dorrance.
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MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1 have a
question. Technically this isn"t a
certificate of completion. This is a
name change.

So we deferred that until we"re
ready to build. So we"re ready to build,
and so 1"m here requesting two things.

One i1s the approval to be able to
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transfter from Distinguished Properties
into the single entity ownership so we
can build, as well as subjugation to
future fiInancing.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: So I think
he®"s asking for a subordination
agreement.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: Right.

MR. JAIN: I1"m sorry. And a
subordination of future financing.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1 move that
we approve the name change and the
subordination agreement.

(Duly seconded.)

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Street.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Can you
state your name for the record.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: And you"re
here to request a release on the 2320. 1
understand that you"ve already built on
the property?

MR. IGHLADEN: Yes, ma"am,
correct.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1 think 1
have the certificate.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: 1It"s not in the
packet.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Do you have
the certificate of occupancy?

MR. IGHLADEN: We e-mailed it
to you.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Well, then

I have 1t.
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MR. IGHLADEN: I can e-mail 1t
again.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Yeah,
please.

MR. IGHLADEN: Sure.

MR. KOONCE: Motion to approve

subject to receiving the certificate of

occupancy -
(Duly seconded.)
CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: AIll 1n
favor?
(Aye.)
CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Any
opposed?

(No response.)

MR. IGHLADEN: Ms. Jarmon, 1
will e-mairl 1t to you In a second.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Please.

MR. IGHLADEN: Thank you.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: Thanks.
Have a good day.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: The next
item 1s 1521 Capitol Street.
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MR. HUNTER: We have to vote on

that.

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Charles Lawson, notarized, also with his
license attached stating that he did do
this transfer back in 2017. She e-mailed
me and said he was in prison. Well, then
you need to go to prison and do this.

So I"m just letting the
Committee know.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So this is
what? |If he currently -- he"s serving a
prison sentence from what?

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: 1 didn"t
ask all of that.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: The only reason
why 1 ask is because 1T his signature on
a legal document that was put on there
while he was In prison, obviously that"s
kind of like fraud.

CHAIRWOMAN JARMON: That"s what
I"m saying.

MR. RODRIGUEZ: So in which
case he could have, but the point i1s we
don"t have an affidavit stating that he
did.
